« Accents. Accents can only be written over vowels in Spanish and
indicate the vowel is stressed — regardless of the other rules! As seen in

sé-ba-do and miér-co-les.

. N tilde. This changes the ‘n’ to a ‘ny’ sound like in the English word
onion. It is another letter in Spanish not just another phoneme as in
cumpleafios.

« Silent Letters. + is always silent in Spanish as in the word hoy
(unless it is a word of foreign origin) which is pronounced oy.
